Prelude

      



Judgment also will I lay to the line, and righteousness to the plummet: and the 
hail shall sweep away the refuge of lies, and the waters shall overflow the hiding 
place. (Isaiah 28:17).  

The Hebrew word for line is qav , which means a string or measuring cord. The 
word of God is the righteous measuring line and yardstick for interpreting the 
scriptures and revealed revelations, and not the popular human opinions and 
common beliefs of the people. If it is not the word, then it is not of God no matter 
what traditions says!  

While God has overlooked the times of human ignorance, now he commands all 
people everywhere to repent, because he has fixed a day on which he will have the 
world judged in righteousness by a man whom he has appointed, and of this he 
has given assurance to all by raising him from the dead." (Acts 17:30-31 NRSV).  

God has overlooked the times when we didn't know any better and walked in the 
ignorance of His word, but were carried through by His grace, but now we are 
required to repent (to think differently or afterwards, i.e. to reconsider). We are to 
turn to the revealed truth of His word and change the way we think and begin to act 
accurately and precisely in line with His word.  

Whom shall he teach knowledge? and whom shall he make to understand 
doctrine? them that are weaned from the milk, and drawn from the breasts. For 
precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon 
line; here a little, and there a little: (Isaiah 28:9-10).  

In your hands are valuable truths that have taken years to researched and tried in 
line with the word. I challenge you to hold fast to the truth and begin your 
transition into the Kingdom age of God today. There are few thoughts that have 
been penned down to accurately define established truth to bring a shift from our 
spiritual myth and institutional way of building to an apostolic way. We should not 
build the institutional way, but the apostolic way {Psalms 127:1-2}. The Church 
must be structured apostolically and not institutionally. We need to think 
apostolically and build apostolically in other to bring a reformation for the 
Kingdom of God, first in the Church and then into all nations.  

Ignorance and lack of translucent revelation of the Word and purposes of God have 
caused many to go too far from true biblical patterns, truths and teachings, and we 
have sought to establish our own common institutional ways and traditional 
ecclesiastical order and opinions. We have tried to turn the bountiful table of the 
Lord into a cheap buffet from which we only choose what we like and reject what 



we don t like as long as it appeals to our common understanding and doesn t 
challenge our flesh nature as we have been taught over the years. This has affected 
the corporate Body of Christ and hinders the flow of revelations for the 
establishment of the purposes of God in the Church and in the earth and the 
advancement of His Kingdom and the Church.  

There has been much discourse and treatise over the years on the subject and issue 
of the Kingdom of God, the five-fold ministry gifts and the teachings of eschatology 
and past reformation as well as the present move of God, but my intent and 
objective in this inscription is to bring together some of the thoughts, inspirations 
and understanding that I have received over the years as I searched the scriptures 
and labour in different places around the world with leaders and the Body of 
Christ. Certainly, this is not an absolute and final word of doctrine, for new heights 
and revelations are continual with the declaration to the messenges of the Kingdom 
because we only know in part and speak in part . As previously stated, my desire 
and trust is that this writing will bring more clarity and be of benefit to all, as we 
pursue the purpose of God in the earth and comprehend God s ultimate goal and 
His Will for our lives as individuals and corporately as the Body of Christ (The 
Church).  

I do respect personal beliefs and eschatological theories, and by means of this 
through the grace of God we have been brought thus far; but my desire is to present 
something new and fresh as we solicitously consider the word together in this thesis. 
To some of us, the content may not be new. However, it is expedient that we lay 
aside for a moment some of our traditional beliefs and follow as a pupil of the 
Kingdom of God with an open mind to receive, so we can apply changes where 
necessary and to sharpen and align our focus towards the pattern and purposes of 
God. When I say lay aside for a moment some of our traditional beliefs, it is for the 
purpose of we looking into the word of God with an open heart and carefully 
surveying and scrutinizing our foundational beliefs to accurately align ourselves to 
His word and to His character.  

Recently across the nations there have been strange phenomenon, manifestations 
and seducing doctrines that have caused many, even the leadership of the Church 
to recoil against the truth because of false and unbalanced teachings. In this book, I 
have considered some important truths such as The Kingdom of God and the 
Earth, The Apostolic Reformation, Networking, The Family of God (Father & Son 
Relationship), the 3rd Day Church, The Man Child, The Apostles

 

Doctrine, 
Apostolic Character & Impartation, The Rapture Theory, The City Church etc. My 
heart yearns for the truth and the revelation of the word to come forth, not to 



establish my own doctrine, but on the contrary the doctrine of Jesus Christ, who is 
the Saviour of all men.   

The theme for this book does not mean that I am promoting only the apostles 
ministry, although there is much emphasis on the apostles and the apostolic 
mandate. My focus is towards the five-fold ministry gifts of Ephesians 4:11 

 

Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Pastors and Teachers in helping the Church to 
understand our true purpose and the goal of God for the Church and the earth.  

Be blessed and inspired to new heights as you seek greater truth together with me 
unto the end.

Chapter One 

 

A postolic C haracter & Impartation      

Apostolic impartation is not a religious rituals or ceremonial actions. Apostolic 
impartation is a transfer and residue of the life of Christ and the mysteries of His 
Kingdom for the purpose of spiritual establishment and maturity. Impartation is the 
implantation of a part of our DNA into another. For this reason, everyone should 
not lay hands upon us lest we become corrupt and polluted by strange spirits that 
conflict the purposes of God and His word in us.  

Apostolic impartation is an apostolic function that equips us to function in our 
God ordained office. The deposit of spiritual truth and gifts is able to break past 
and present limitations and to release fruitfulness in the Church. 
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The unlimited realm of Kingdom establishment and fruitfulness imparted 
apostolically comes through a unique relationship with God. It does not originate 
with man, he is simply the conduit, but is from God through a sent man.  

For God is my witness, whom I serve with my spirit in the gospel of his Son, that 
without ceasing I make mention of you always in my prayers; Making request, if 
by any means now at length I might have a prosperous journey by the will of God 
to come unto you. For I long to see you, that I may impart unto you some 
spiritual gift, to the end ye may be established; (Romans 1:9-11).  

The apostle Paul s desire and prayer was to impart (to give over or plant) spiritual 
gifts and his impartation established and sustained the Church in Rome for about 
1260 years. Historically, the Church in Rome was the established Church

 

until its 
drift into apostasy through the papacy.   

We cannot impart what we do not have. Spiritual and apostolic leaders do not 
impart eschatological knowledge that we have gained from excessive studies. They 
impart spiritual things. It is the planting of the heavens in us to establish the 
foundation in accordance with the desires of the heaven. Apostolic impartation 
brings establishment of our foundations, and as well releases us into a new level of 
establishment. Divine implantation of Kingdom purpose is received. This is what 
makes the apostles and prophets foundational ministry.   

Apostolic ministries is characterize by their access to divine mysteries and 
revelations which other ministry gifts cannot access due to their grace and levels of 
functions. This applies to the prophetic ministry as well.  

How that by revelation He (God) made known unto me the mystery; (as I wrote 
afore in few words, Whereby, when ye read, ye may understand my knowledge in 
the mystery of Christ) Which in other ages was not made known unto the sons of 
men, as it is now revealed unto His (God s) holy apostles and prophets by the 
Spirit; (Ephesians 3:3-5).  

There are certain revelations and mysteries only revealed to the apostles and 
prophets. The pastors, teachers and evangelists has a limitation in the access to the 
revelations of the mysteries of Christ. For this reason, the apostle and prophet has 
the grace and ability to lay a foundation for the building of the house of God 
(Church). Other ministries build upon this foundation. God is building His 
Church, whose foundation is laid according to His specifications.   



Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with 
the saints, and of the household of God; And are built upon the foundation of 
the apostles and prophets,

 
Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone; In 

whom all the building fitly framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the 
Lord: In whom ye also are builded together for an habitation of God through the 
Spirit. (Ephesians 2:19-22).  

God s divine order is established when the Church or ministry has the foundation 
laid by both apostles and prophets. The laying of foundation is not a physical act, 
but a spiritual act of impartation of apostolic and prophetic grace that defines the 
true nature of that church in the purpose of God. Both church leadership and 
assembly receive the divine impartation.   

Restoration of the apostolic and prophetic foundation of the Church will enable 
God s house to be built correctly. Everything built apart from this plan will crumble. 
Authentic apostolic and prophetic ministry to the local church provides the 
foundation upon which the pastor, evangelist and teacher build. This brings a 
corporate expression of the Kingdom of God in the Church and in the earth.  

We need to acknowledge that everything that has been built apart from proper 
foundation must be rebuilt or it will crumble. If the foundation is wrong or corrupt, 
then the whole building likewise will be wrong and corrupt. Such foundations must 
be uprooted and be properly laid. This is the reason why there must be a constant 
input and participation of true and authentic apostolic and prophetic ministry in 
the local church. The local leadership must import where necessary apostolic teams 
to come impart freely into the leadership and the house. Apostolic and prophetic 
ministry is very important in the establishing of churches and bringing order to 
existing churches that have no apostolic and prophetic foundation.  

Using the gift God gave me, I laid the foundation of that house like an expert 
builder. Others are building on that foundation, but all people should be careful 
how they build on it. The foundation that has already been laid is Jesus Christ, 
and no one can lay down any other foundation. (1 Corinthians 3:10-11 New 
Century Version).  

The apostles and the prophets are wise and skilled master builders in the spirit. The 
Greek word for builder is architekton , one who goes up and receives the plan of 
the Lord on the mountain and makes His plan manifest to the people. They bring 
into being that which has not been revealed.  



God desires to rebuild nations and bring the New Jerusalem from heaven to earth. 
Apostles and prophets birth revelation of the nature of God on the earth and 
function in synergy with the other ministry gifts. They impart a dimension of 
Kingdom dynamics to establish God s purpose in the earth.  

The Tools for His Purpose:

  

For their measure of grace and labour in the Kingdom of God all five-fold ministry 
gifts are to be received with gratitude. Equal in terms of personality, each has a 
unique function in the Body of Christ. We should give them their rightful place of 
function in the ministry and in the Body of Christ, so that they can work freely and 
in order.  

Restoration of the grace and anointing of the five-fold ministry gifts is essential in 
this season to mature and bringing the Church into the unity of the faith. These 
ministry gifts are unique and distinctive.  

During what was known as the Dark Age dispensationalism taught that these 
ministry gifts were for times past. This has resulted to the gifts been ignored, 
neglected and restricted by erroneous teaching yet the five-fold ministry gifts have 
continued to function, at least in part, to the present day.   

Dispensationalism has no scriptural basis for these teachings and this has brought 
distortion and misinterpretation. If we do not understand the scripture, we should 
leave it until the Lord gives us a revelation. It is a foolish and destructive thing for 
us to present what we do not know or have an understanding of.  

Much has been written in recent times about the ministries of the apostles and 
prophets because God is bringing restoration of the five-fold ministry in the Body. 
To give way to the present reformation, knowledge and understanding of these 
ministry gifts is needed. We do not need to only walk in our calling, but we need to 
understand them.   

But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of 
Christ. Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led captivity 
captive, and gave gifts unto men. (Now that he ascended, what is it but that he 
also descended first into the lower parts of the earth? He that descended is the 
same also that ascended up far above all heavens, that he might fill all things.) 
And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, 
pastors and teachers; For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, 
for the edifying of the body of Christ: Till we all come in the unity of the faith, 



and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of 
the stature of the fullness of Christ:

 
That we henceforth be no more children, 

tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of 
men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; But speaking 
the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even 
Christ: From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that 
which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of 
every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love. 
(Ephesians 4:7-16).  

After His ascension, the Lord Jesus Christ gave specific gifts to men to accomplish a 
specific mission. These gifts given to men are generally referred to as the five-fold 
ministry gifts. The five-fold ministry gifts are tools in the process of Kingdom 
reformation and the fulfillment of God s purpose.  

The present apostolic reformation equips the Church with knowledge and 
understanding of both the order of ministry

 

and the order of government . The five-
fold ministry gifts of apostles, prophets, teachers, pastors and evangelist will be 
released and become operational.   

All five-fold ministry gifts can plant a local assembly where the Church meets. Apostles and 
prophets lay the foundations. All five-fold ministries possess the characteristics of eldership and 
may exercise administrative and spiritual oversight. The saints are matured when the five 
offices operate in a local church.   

One ministry alone cannot mature the saints even when he is called a senior or 
chief apostle. All of the offices are interdependent. To release the nature of Jesus 
Christ to His Church each office is necessary. Each gift enjoys an ordained 
anointing and function. Different dimensions of Christ and His grace are carried even 
though each office is equal and of value in the purpose of God.  None dominates the 
other. Each gift and office has the same end purpose, but different level of 
anointing and function.  

The Church is a living and growing organism, not a lifeless organization. The five-
fold ministry gifts operate in a complex structure like a living organism having 
different inter-dependent parts due to the different measure of the grace. They 
constitute to carry on the activities of the Kingdom in the Church by means of 
organs separate in function, but mutually dependent. No gift can function alone 
and produce a complete work of God in the Church (Ephesians 4:11-16). There 
must be a complete operation of the five-fold ministry gifts functioning together. 
There must be a balance in the input of the gifts.  



 
The present apostolic reformation is foundational to the full restoration of the five-
fold ministry gifts and all is needed to balance the purpose of Ephesians 4:11-16. 
This is not to say that there are only two ministry gifts needed in the Church. The 
five-fold ministries are gifts from God to His Church. It is given by God as His gifts to His 
Church for the Church to use them. The gifts are not given to make use of the 
Church, but the Church is to make use of the gifts.  

Our response to the present move determines our attitude towards God. If we reject 
His gifts and the offices ordained in His Church, we reject God Himself.   

The purpose of the five-fold ministry is to bring us to the fullness of the stature 
(maturity) of Christ until

  

There is a dispensation. We need to recognize that Ephesians 4:11 is an until 
ministry gifts , ordained by God to operate in the Church until we come to the 
fullness and stature of Christ. They are only given by God to His Church awaiting 
or in anticipation of this. They have an end purpose and after that they will all 
cease, because their assignment is accomplished and finished.  

The restoration move of the present apostolic ministry and the five-fold ministry 
gifts is not the finality of God s purpose in the earth. The restoration of the five-fold 
ministry is a restoration of order, so the Church can mature, take her place and 
fulfill God s purpose in the earth. God s goal is the establishment of His Kingdom 
in the earth through the Church. This means the five-fold ministry gifts must be 
restored and fully operational to bring us into the place of maturity according to 
Ephesians 4:11-16 pending the full establishment of the Kingdom of God in the 
earth.  

The present move is progressional towards the ultimate goal. We need to heed to a 
word of caution and let us not be puffed up with our present revelations in this 
season because we have not reached the goal yet. Many think and have positioned 
themselves to be the end of all things, and thereby we limit the flow of God. The 
present apostolic reformaton and five-fold ministry gifts are only a phase towards 
the goal. It is a means to an end, and not the end in itself.  

The Apostle:

  

The term apostle comes from the Greek word apostolos

 

which simply means a 
sent one, a delegate, an ambassador of Christ and His Kingdom. An apostle is an 



emissary. In the New Testament, this word apostles

 
described those sent out by 

the Lord to preach the gospel of the Kingdom (Matthew 10:1-3).  

The restoration of the apostolic ministry is hindered by dispensational doctrine that 
negates the ministry of the apostles and prophets. During the dispensation, after the 
first century or so, very little is heard of the ministry of the apostles and prophets, 
and most of what is seen are pastors, teachers and evangelists. The Church was 
taught that apostles and prophets were not for today as they all died along with the 
early Church in the book of Acts. We no longer recognize them and therefore they 
called themselves other names such as the institutional Bishops, Reverend (Rev). 
The Church has experienced apostasy during which the power of God was lost 
together with a clear revelation of His purposes and the ministry gifts. Apostles have 
always been in the Church through the past moves though they have called 
themselves other names and they have not always functioned in the reality of their 
calling, because of the ignorance and lack of understanding and acceptance of the 
apostolic and prophetic ministry gifts within the Body of Christ then. This have 
brought ignorance of the identity of the ministry and caused the function to be 
restricted and not released in its fullness.  

There are different kinds of apostles revealed in scripture:  

The Apostles of the Lamb 

 

These were the twelve men the Lord Jesus selected to 
carry out the work of the gospel with Him. There will not be any more of these. 
They are unique and were appointed during the earthly ministry of Jesus. They are 
the eternal foundation ministry of the Church and the only apostles of the Lamb.   

And the wall of the city had twelve foundations, and in them the names of the 
twelve apostles of the Lamb. (Revelation 21:14).  

The Ascension Apostles 

 

These apostles were appointed after the ascension of the 
Lord Jesus and operate to this day. The Lord is still appointing them. Apart from 
the twelve apostles of the Lamb, all apostles mentioned now and in scripture are 
ascension apostles.  

a. Paul (Ephesians 1:1) 
b. Barnabas (Acts 14:14) 
c. Epaphroditus (Philemon 2:25)  
d. Andronicus and Junius (Romans 16:7) 
e. Others were noted by association such as Timothy, Titus and Epaphroditus
